FIRST READING: Acts 17:22-31

In Athens, Paul faces the challenge of proclaiming the gospel to Greeks
who know nothing of either Jewish or Christian tradition. He proclaims
that the “unknown god” whom they worship is the true Lord of heaven
and earth who will judge the world with justice through Jesus, whom
God has raised from the dead.

’ Paul stood in front of the Areopagus and said, “Athenians, | see how
extremely spiritual you are in every way. “*For as | went through the
city and looked carefully at the objects of your worship, | found among
them an altar with the inscription, ‘To an unknown god.’

2 “Since we are God’s offspring, we ought not to think that the deity is
like gold or silver or stone, an image formed by the art and imagination
of mortals. *° While God has overlooked the times of human ignorance,
now he commands all people everywhere to repent, *' because he has
fixed a day on which he will have the world judged in righteousness by a
man whom he has appointed, and of this he has given assurance to all
by raising him from the dead.”

subject to him.

It has been said that, on our journey of discipleship, each of us receives
new eyeglasses. These glasses have a prescription that filters out all the
cobwebs and distractions, giving us the ability to see everything through
love. If we wonder what a particular scripture passage means, we read
and interpret it through love. If we wonder how to make a big decision,
we discern it through love. If we wonder how to respond to a
challenging person or situation, we consider responses through the
perspective of love.

“If you love me, you will keep my commandments,” Jesus says to his
disciples (John 14:15). Loving Jesus means keeping his commandments
and keeping his commandments means loving; loving God, loving our
neighbors as ourselves, and seeing our neighbors and ourselves in the
same way our God of grace and forgiveness sees us.

We are not left on our own to maintain this perspective of love in all
that we see, think, say, and do. Jesus promises that he and the Holy
Spirit will not only be alongside us but will also live in us forever.
